AD HOC COMMITTEE ON SPRING POND 
DECEMBER 16, 2010 
 
P06-11 COUNCILLOR OSBORNE - Reporting for the Ad Hoc Committee on Spring Pond - The Ad Hoc 
Committee on Spring Pond met on December 16.  Present was myself, Councillor Bettencourt and Councillor 
Manning-Martin.  Also representing the city departments was Ms. Karen Sawyer, director of Community 
Development; Mr. Robert Langley, director of Public Services; and Mr. Peter Smyrnios, the city chemist.  Also 
appearing was Ms. Ellie Spring, legislative analyst from Representation Joyce Spiliotis' office; Ms. Katerina 
Panagiotakis, 150 Ocean Street, Lynn, Mass; Mr. Stewart Lazares, 2 Upham Street, Peabody, Mass; Mr. George 
Innis, 21 Sherwood Avenue, Peabody, Mass; and Mr. Bill Toomey, 33 Abington Avenue, Peabody, Mass.  The Ad 
Hoc Committee on Spring Pond met to discuss the proposed Lowe's/Wal-Mart project off Highland Avenue in 
Salem and its potential impacts to Peabody's drinking water supply at Spring Pond.  Both Department of Public 
Services and Community Development stated that they reviewed the project and its impacts.  Peter Smyrnios has 
been in constant contact with the Department of Environmental Protection to ensure that Spring Pond will be 
protected from any contaminant.  Community Development has been in contact with Salem Department of 
Community Development and also stated that Peabody will be ready to submit comments when the matter goes 
before the DEP.  Ellie Spring from Representative Spiliotis' office made a presentation to the Committee and 
submitted a memorandum to the Committee regarding the DEP and MEPA process and storm water 
management.  One of the subjects that was also brought up was the possibility of requesting a bond to be used to 
protect Peabody's interest should anything go wrong in the project that might jeopardize Spring Pond.  We also 
discussed the affects to the environment and wildlife and the runoff from snow removal was discussed by various 
citizens.  We had a request from Councillor Manning-Martin to do a site visit, however, the first snowstorm took  
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that away from us so it looks like we'll have to wait a while before we do that and certainly we'll invite the entire 
City Council to join us.  There was a motion made by Councillor Bettencourt and the matter was held in 
Committee for further discussion.  (Report received)
